Logo Submission Form

These guidelines are designed to walk you through the information trading process. It’s not complicated, but it can be confusing if you’ve never done it. We promise will not print your logo until we have all the correct information. But a timely, organized submission will speed your order along at a much faster pace. An easy to follow step-by-step process reduces the worry. 

1. Determine Type of Logo. You have two choices:  

a. Fence Mural – The entire panel is printed directly onto white VCP then hemmed and grommeted on all 4 sides

b. Sewn In Logo – The logo is printed on white vcp, cut to size, color- matched to the windscreen, and then sewn into the windscreen panel.

2. Logo Size.  Determine dimensions of the logo height and width.  For a fence mural, the size will be the full size of the windscreen panel.  For a Sewn In logo, the size will be the actual dimensions of the printed logo to be sewn into the windscreen panel.

3. Logo Frequency and Spacing.  This only applies to Sewn In Logos. Determine where the logo is to be placed on the windscreen panel.  Use the left side of the windscreen panel as the 0 foot mark and specify at what distance the logo is to be centered.  If the logo is to centered on the windscreen or multiple logos are being placed an equal distance apart this is not necessary.  Also note the vertical alignment for the logo using the bottom of the windscreen as the 0 mark, again specifying for the center of the logo.

a. If multiple logos are being placed note the spacing between each logo.

4. Artwork submission

a. Digital artwork should be sent at 300 dpi resolution sized at 25% of target logo size (see #2) or greater.  For example:  for a logo to be sized at 4’ x 4’ the artwork should be sized at 12” x 12”.

b. Acceptable file formats are .eps, .jpg, .tif or .pdf

c. Please submit files in CMYK format.  NOTE: If files are submitted as RGB they will be converted to CMYK to print and this could cause slight color variation.

d. Other file formats are acceptable but a flat $75.00 art charge will be applied.

e. If digital files are not available use the following rates

i. A business card or letter head can be used and there is a $125.00 art and file conversion charge

ii. A fax can be used and there is a $150.00 art and file conversion charge

iii. A sketch can be used and there is a $175.00 art and file conversion charge

1. If the art is ONLY text this charge will not be applicable and a flat $75.00 art charge will be applied

2. If the complexity of the sketch is great there may be a small up charge depending on the amount of time taken to create the art.
